n the region of Gabrovo even today there are interesting examples
I of urban architecture from the mid 19th century, some of which
are in the small surrounding villages. An example is a small school
inavillage near the Uzana area that was converted into a residential
building after an architectural intervention. The initial condition of the
school at the beginning of the project is very good, with a preserved
structure and supporting stone walls. Both floors are independently
accessible — the second can be reached via an outside staircase. The
volume of the main building is a parallelepiped-shape with a four-
sided roof with rhythmic openings. The external walls are solid stone,
but their nature is not evidently expressed in the decision of the facade
due to its urban form.
.The project must maintain the vision and character of the existing
building to the maximum and simultaneously create a new space to
meet program requirements such as the type and number of rooms.
For this purpose, the bulk is preserved as the dominant part and the
in the background two extension buildings have been built. As a coun-
terpoint to the full symmetry of the main volume of the house, the
extensions are asymmetrical. Their facades are located further back
than the existing ones and are a visionary contrast with the basic style
of the building, contradicting its modern solution. The new sections
are located to the east and north. The first floor is a spacious living
room, service facilities are located to the north, and to the east there is
akitchen and dining room. The kitchen and living room have doors
leading onto a terrace. On the second level there are two bedrooms
with separate bathrooms and a third room with mixed functions (an
office, guest room). In order to create a new volume of the staircase,
the house was dug out from the steep terrain. To the north there is a
tull detailed drainage that ensures removal of groundwater — a major

volumes to the east and north, investors and designers decided on an
intervention to the western facade as well. Above the entrance a vol-
ume was created, which protrudes like a box from the facade on the
second floor. Not only does it balance the decision for the volumes
—but also creates a special function in the interior — you can sit and
enjoy the nature outside.

.The materials used in the reconstruction of the school into a holiday
home are more traditional — the existing building is insulated and
treated with plaster facade. The plinth is made of stone. The new build-
ings are covered in part with wood finishes. Inside the living room
the stone walls are left visible. The existing fireplace was restored and
placed as the leading element. The proportions of existing windows
in the living room have also been changed — they have been extended
vertically to provide a better view of the mountains.
